   Back to my story... My father always told me when the steal is hot, you strike, another words when the anointing is there to do something, do it. There are times and seasons in our lives that create opportunities that may never pass that way again. Another thing my father always said was, never put off tomorrow what you can do today, if of course it is the right time to do it because we don't want to get ahead of ourselves or God either. Timing is imperative and in order to have the right timing we need sensitivity to what God is saying and doing  as we are His body that He wants to flow to and through. I wonder how many times God was telling us to do something and we missed a tremendous opportunity. Procrastination is a tool of the enemy. The enemy don't care what your going to do for God as long as you don't do it now. Lets be sensitive, cease the moment, cease the opportunity and have fruit abound to our account. This is important in every area of our life. I wonder how many times God told someone to give something when the ground was fertile and the harvest ripe, but they put it off. Some people make excuses and others make things happen. 

 

     Two stories and I will make them as quick as I can... After the surgery the other day when I was finally transferred into another room, I had another nurse, a male nurse, he told me his name and I told him a biblical reference to his name and he seemed like he was really hungry. All during the night everytime he came into the room the opportunity came to plant another seed, so I gave a scripture here and a scripture there. In the morning he asked a question about my religion and the door was open and we went right in. And right there in my room he gave his heart to Jesus. I resent saying this part not to sound like some kind of maturer but I was at the time could not hardly talk without moaning and groaning and in tremendous pain. All I could do was think about the suffering Jesus did for us on Calvary and for the glory that set before him, he dendrite the cross. That young male nurse gave his heart to Jesus and to God be the glory. I told him if I had to come here just for him it was worth it and I haven't seen him since. I started asking questions on where is so and so and they said that he is not a regular nurse on this floor. He came to only fill in. What would of happened if I put it off, first of all I would of been beating myself up knowing I missed God and I would of spent alot of time looking for him cause I knew he was ready and I may not of had the opportunity again. Lets be sensitive to what the Lord is saying. Hebrews 4 says " If you will hear today what the spirit of the lord is saying, especially in the time of testing".

 

 Another quick story:. In 1991 while preaching a 2 1/2 year revival move of God I was staying in a hotel in the panhandle of Florida and every morning I would get up and walk along the gulf of Mexico and pray. One morning a man came in the opposite direction, he was going to work on one of the sea food boats, the Lord told me to talk to him and in the process he gave his heart to Jesus and I invited him to come to the revival services in the church where I was preaching. He came that night and he got plugged into that church and almost everytime I went after that he was there. One day he wasn't, we checked on him and found out he got hit by a car and died. I often wondered where he would of went, infact I knew where he would of went if he didnt get saved that day. So again lets be sensitive, lead by the spirit and even as Samuel said "Speak Lord thy servant listens" and then be like Abraham who not only heard but he obeyed the voice of the Lord. THEN all the blessings of the Lord will come upon you and over take you. Blessed in the city, blessed in the field, blessed in the store, blessed in the basket, above and not beneath, the head and not the tail, a delightsome land and all nations shall call you blessed. The Lord will make His face shine upon you and when your enemies come in one way, the Lord will cause them to scatter in 7. Remember the title of this message is "Time Sensitive". Take it, run with it and have fruit abound to your account. I am dictating this from the hospital to my secretary and I probably shouldn't even be talking this long. So I am going to close for now, remember you have one day left to watch the current weekly fishing ministry program entitled "Heart to Heart part 1 with Pastor John".
